KEY CHARACTERISTICS

Location

This unit includes the frontage behind Talland Sand consisting of a café, car park and road.
The unit limits correlate with the limits of current defences and represent the extent of
threatened development.

Administrative Authority

Nature of Existing Defences

e Shingle embankment and masonry wall in front of unpaved car park and beach café.

Description of Beach

e Open-aspect cove subject to high-energy wave attack; 70% of foreshore is bare rock and
coarse sediments concentrated at HWM.

e Upper foreshore steep, profile flattens lower down.

e Backshore is a low-lying alluvial valley.

e Beach composed of coarse pebbly sand, cobbles and cliff-fall boulders, and chunks of
ruined house.

e Storm beach of cobbles and pebbles forms protection to road across bay head.
Quartz/lithic/shell 20-75-5.

Key Processes

e Beach is located on infilled buried valley, and formed predominantly of the fill material
(head).

e Some contribution of head material from flanking cliffs.

e Beach is stable due to continued sediment supply from local cliffs.

e No significant disruption to sediment processes by existing defences.

Development at Risk

e Without defences the beach would roll-back onto the road and car park.
e Undercutting of Pillbox.

Natural Environment / Conservation

e There are no conservation designations within this area.

Human Environment

There is public road access to the beach at Talland Sand.
Parking facilities at Talland Bay.

Tourist / recreational facilities.

Slipway access at Talland Sand.

Historic fish cellar at Talland Bay.

Potential for palaeo-environmental deposits in Talland Bay.

STRATEGIC OPTIONS

Implementation Length (see map)
1 Talland Sand — defended frontage.
Options Considered (see Impact Matrix)

Along the back of Talland Sand beach there are privately owned tourist facilities including a
café and car park, along with the access road which runs across the frontage. The desire of
the owners of these facilities to maintain their assets makes options resulting in the loss of the
facilities unacceptable. Therefore do nothing is considered inappropriate (see Impacts Matrix),
and retreat is similarly unacceptable.

STRATEGY

Preferred Strategic Options (based on assessment in Impacts Matrix)

The frontage of this unit is currently protected by defence structures and protection will be
provided through continued defence on this line. Maintaining a defence should have minimal
impact on the intertidal habitats, and will not affect processes along the frontage. A hold the
existing defence line strategy will ensure the continued provision of tourist facilities, and
hence use of the beach. A hold the line strategy is therefore preferred.

The environmental value of the intertidal habitats within this unit together with the amenity
value of the beach makes an advance of defences unacceptable throughout, particularly as it
offers no increased benefits to hold the line.
