Rame Head to Lizard Point Shoreline Management Plan

KEY CHARACTERISTICS
Location

This unit comprises the developed frontage of Mylor Churchtown, downstream of the SMP
limit. This extends from the west side of the main quay (SMP limit) to the end of the sailing
club.

Administrative Authority

Carrick District Council
Cornwall County Council

Nature of Existing Defences

Revetment to west quay providing hardstanding for boats.
Masonry east breakwater/quay.

e Masonry revetment and wall throughout in lee of harbour breakwater/quay fronting
residential properties, road and other boatyards.

e Low masonry wall continues east of quay, reducing to road level, residential properties
behind.

Description of Beach

UFS of quartz shingle, LFS bare rock with seaweed.

Massive jetty to W prevents loss of beach from easterly storms.
Shingle is subangular slate and vein quartz, coarse sand matrix.
Quartz/lithic/shell 25-70-5.

Key Processes

e Thisis a relic beach on a sheltered frontage.
» There is no significant sediment movement along the frontage.
e The existing defences will not have any significant impacts upon sediment processes.

Development at Risk

e Quays and access road which would be threatened under do nothing.
» Possible long term threats to sailing club frontage and private gardens.

Natural Environment / Conservation

e The intertidal habitats of the unit are excluded from the candidate SAC, but the
designation includes all of the sub-tidal waters and habitats between outside of the quays.
e Mylor Churchtown has a nationally important landscape as part of the Cornwall AONB.

Human Environment

e The Royal Navy dockyard built in the 19th Century is now a flourishing yachting and
watersports centre and important for tourism and recreation.

e Yacht club along the coastal frontage.

There are two quays at Mylor that are used both for yachting and as shelter for a number

of fishing vessels.

Several houses line the shoreline to the east of the quays behind an access road.

There are key hotels and tourist accommodation at Mylor Churchtown.

Car parking facilities back the access road.

A coastal footpath extends from the east quay towards Flushing.
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» The medieval Mylor parish church is a Listed Building containing a Bronze Age cross that
has been designated a Scheduled Monument.
Post medieval quay and dockyard with the latter a Listed Building.

e Area of palaeo-environmental potential.
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STRATEGIC OPTIONS
Implementation Length (see map)

1 West Quay - reclaimed and defended boat storage area.
2 West Quay to end of road — low lying defended frontage.
3 End of road to sailing club — undefended frontage.

Options Considered (see Impacts Matrix)

Throughout this unit either developments or private gardens extend to the edge of the beach,
with the two quays forming the key economic asset of the village. The proximity of these
developments to the edge of the shoreline, along with the need to maintain the quays for
continued recreational and commercial use, makes any set back under either do nothing or
retreat the line unacceptable due to the loss of property and economy.
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
